THEME: ‘You can get Justice without   Violence’ 

From- May 2012- Jan 2013
1.0 Introduction

The Tournament was organized by CJPC in partnership with A-STEP through the support of Caritas Australia, with the main aim of strengthening Peaceful coexistence in the cosmopolitan county of Uasin Gishu.
The Tournament was part of the CJPC/A-STEP Sports for Social Change Games whose aim is to create forum for sharing experience getting updates and joining forces in initiating rapid behavior change in grassroots. This includes initiation of community level dialogues and interaction in the areas which have experienced perennial violent ethnic tensions and receiving of periodic updates critical to Humanitarian agencies and state actors.
The tournament was divided into four zones, where a total of 32 teams participated; each zone provided 8 teams
· Langas Zone

· Kimumu Zone

· Huruma Zone

· Timboroa Zone

The tournament was divided in two phases

Phase 1 & Phase 2

Phase 1: was played at zonal level where 8 teams competed to the final, this was played on the Knock out stages, the winners were awarded with uniform and qualified to phase two

Phase 2:  only involved the winners from the zones where four teams were involved out of the 32 teams, 4 girls teams were involved in this phase and they were to represent each zone.

2.0 Tournament (phase 1)
The main aim of the tournament was to reach out to the grassroots youth and the entire community with peace message; this was done through message outreach by influential leader, Opinion leaders, Religious leaders, 
i. Langas Zone

The Event took place at Cherunya ground where 180 youth were reached directly while over 1000 people were reached indirectly, the event was graced by Mr Sammy Shulei Vice Chairman Football Kenya Federation (FKF), he encouraged the youth on the important of living together and supporting each other
ii. Chepkoilel Zone

The event was also graced by Mr. Sammy Shulei Vice Chairman Football Kenya Federation (FKF),who was very encouraged to see the mixed tribe teams playing together, the youths were also very enthusiastic to see the vice Chairman of the Federation talking to them, on the final day of the tournament the event was graced by Mr. Jared Nambaka Sports Officer Eldoret east and Mr. Komen who won the sport journalist of the year 2012, they all addressed the youth on the important of living together and using their talents well, the event took place at Ainabtich Primary School

iii. Huruma Zone 
The event took place at Huruma ground, reaching out to over 2000 people, the event attracted allots of attention in the community after they had that Bishop Cornelius Korir is involved, this was a very good avenue for the community to be informed on the important of living together in peace love and unity by District Peace Committee members,
iv. Timboroa Zone

The event was graced by Reverent Rirei and the Village elders, it was a good opportunity for the youth to meet their village elders and hear a word of peace from them, having a total number of eight teams comprising of 25 members per team, the total direct participants were 200, while those reached indirect were approximately 1200.
3.0 Tournament (phase two).

The event was held at Ainabtich Primary School. All zonal leaders and team leaders attended. The event was graced by Eldoret Diocese Bishop Cornelius Korir, CJPC coordinator Mr. James Kimisoi, INFOM ACTION North Rift Coordinator Mr. Kokoyo, opinion leaders, District Peace Committees and village elders.

The event started well in the morning with a procession of youth holding posters with messages of peace ‘never again”. These gave a strong message to the society.

The opening remark was made by Mr. Kolum, Area Development Committee. Kolum urged the youth to pass the message back home to fellow youth and the elderly to shun violence and preach peace. There were six teams in total, four for men and two for ladies.

The participated teams came from different areas; they were mixed tribes to reflect the diversity. We had Munyaka FC, Chebarus FC, Kimumu FC, and Chepkoilel FC. For the ladies, we had Chepkoilel FC and Illula FC. The total direct participants were 200. The total participant’s reached indirectly were about 600.
4.0 Prizes/Awards

· All participating teams were awarded with one ball each.

· All winners on the zonal level were awarded with uniform

· In Phase 2 where all the four finalist from the zonal participated, the winner were awarded with uniform and a trophy

· The winner on the girls team  were awarded with uniform

5.0 Closing ceremony

The closing ceremony was characterized by the discussion which provoked youth to speak out real issues. The topic of the day was: ‘Can we get justice in Kenya without violence?’ this trickered a lot of points from the youth. For those who were of the point said its possible if people will be honest in their position, not only at the top brass but also at the bottom.
 Others felt it’s impossible since they have seen people who have been perceived as role model in the society organize strikes, e.g. lecturers, teachers, nurses, etc.
 The climax of the event was addressed by Bishop Cornelius Korir, who encouraged the youth on the importance of playing sports together as it fosters unity. He urged the youth to involve others not only in sports but also into productive activities. He also encouraged A-STEP and CJPC to continue with such activities since they are shaping the society especially the youth to be good citizens. He further tasked A-STEP and CJPC to come up with the plan and a strategy which will select the best team from the thirty two teams that participated. Bishop also awarded the certificates and balls to the team captains, Mr. Kimisoi urged the youth to come up with an IGA activity alongside sports and approach organizations like CJPC for funding. After the youth were further encouraged by the village elders and the opinion leaders, Mr. Kosgei officially closed the event after giving the recommendation that was to be adopted by the A-STEP and CJPC.
6.0 Conclusion 
The general activity had a positive impact to the youth particularly and the society at large, the emphasis mainly was issue with peace, but a lot was also achieved. For instance the power of interactions and sharing experience, talent developing through competition, new information e.g. IGAs, networking with other organizations among others.

7.0 Recommendation
- Such activities should be consistent to embrace unity and reflect real actual plan that mitigates violence, hence address the issue of sustainability.

- There should be a follow-up plan to assess the impact and oversee the progress of the teams.
 Appendix 1
Amani Mashinani Tournament Rules
Bishop Cornelius Korir Cup
The following Rules and Regulations shall govern Amani Mashinani Tournament alongside other rule of soccer, which contribute to fair play and are used for competition.

· Competing teams MUST be on the ground 30 MINUTES before the kickoff time.

· A walkover will be awarded if the team fails to show up on the ground  15 (FIFTEEN) MINUTES after the scheduled kick off time

· Any complaint MUST be forwarded to the tournament officials

     On site/ ground (only) for consideration

· Any form of INDISCIPLINE on the part of the PLAYERS AND /OR SUPPORTERS/FAN will lead to the disqualification of the affected team

· The referee’s decision will be final and NO NEGOTIATIONS shall be entered into

· Two YELLOW CARD are equal to a red card and will cause a player to miss 2(TWO) GAME after the game in which the said card were issued.

· Players MUST wear ACEPTABLE SOCCER COSTUMES and no imprecision such as folded trousers will be allowed in the field.  

· When the match is in session, NOBODY SHOULD ENTER THE FIELD or any reason whatsoever.

· COACHES should ensure that only LISTED/REGISTERED PLAYERS are the once to be fielded during the tournament.

· ABUSIVE language among the players is prohibited.
